Three  Imndrcd  guests  were  asleep  in

whether  all  escaped.  Policemen  who 
went  into  the  building  to  arouje  the 
Inmates  were  driven  back  by  the  smoke 

before  they  had  been  able  to  reach  all 
the  rooms,  and  are  firm  In  their  belief 
that  some  of  the  guests  did  not  escape. 
The  firemen  already  have  started  a 

search  of  the  ruins,  while  the  hotel 

tnanagement  is  scekiuK  to  round  up  the 

guests. 
Edward  Kettenbergcr,  a  fireman,  fell 

from  a  65  foot  ladder  and  landed  on  a 

picket  fence.  He  died  on  the  way  to  a 

hospital.  Fire  Captain  O'Brien  was 
leading  a  equad  of  men  through  the 
building  when  a  portion  of  the  fifth

The  fire  .'itart- 
ed  In  the  Grotto,  a  dining  room  on  the 
street   floor. 

No  hotel  In  Boston,  and  ffw  in  the 
United  States,  are  richer  in  associations 
than  the  Revere  House.  Here  stopped 

in  the  heyday  of  the  hotel's  popularity, 
viBltlng  royalty,  famous  atatesmen  and

lans  now  dead.  The  Revere  House  was 

named  after  Paul  I^evere.  it  was  open- 
ed in  May,  1847,  as  the  most  sumptuotis 

hotel  Boston  contained  up  to  that  date.

were   regarded  as   models   of  splendor.

orte  field  batleri.  placed  the  mill  dls- 
dtstrlct  of  the  city  under  military  law 

tonight  after  a  day  of  rioting  due  to 
tho  strike  of  15,000  operatives  in  the 
cotton    and   woolen    mills. 

At  least  15,000  other  hands  were 
throsvn  out  of  work  by  the  stopping 

uf  machinery  and  the  attacks  on  the 
mills  by  the  strikers. 

In  one  Instance  a  company  of  inilllia 

had  to  charge  a  mob  with  fixed  bay- 
onets, one  boy  being  probably  fatally 

hurt,  luiirly-nve  jtireats  of  au«v»&d 
rioters  were  made  during  the  day,  and 
a  few  atrlkers  and  mill  employee  were 

treated  for  bullet  wounds. 

A  majority  of  the  mills  are  expected 

to  reopen  in  tho  morning,  and  the 
militiamen  have  been  Instructed  to 

use  drastic  measures  to  prevent  a  re- 

petition of  today's  outbreak.  Even  if 
tho  mills  re-open  It  is  expected  they 
can  only  run  with  a  reduced  force,  aa 

tho  strikers  have  trebled  their  forces 
since  Friday. 

Although  the  strike  was  instituted 

originally  in  protest  against  a  reduc- 
tion in  pay  because  of  the  operation  of 

the  new  54  hour  law,  making  the  work- 

ing day  two  hours  shorter,  the  strikers 
now  assert  they  will  not  return  without 

a  15  per  cent.  Increase  and  other  con- 
cessions, including  double  pay  for  over- 

time and  the  abolition  of  the  premium 

or  bonus  system. 

At  a  special  meeting  of  the  court  to- 

night 27  rioters  were  'found  guilty 
Three  were  sentenced  to  two  years  In 

the  house  of  correction  and  the  other 

24  were  given  one  year  sentences.

created  by  by-law   the  end  of   1910.   Dur- 
ing   the    past    year    the    department    lias 

seen   great   development,   many   new   fea- 
tures   have    been    Inaugurated,    and    the 

coming    year      will      see      even      greater 
growth    end     improvement.       One     thing 
that  has  repeatedly  been  brought  to  my 
attention   during    the   past   year   is.    In    a 

number  of   inst-ances.    expenditures   have 
been    made    and    charged    to    the    health 

department,    when    the    head    of    the    de- 
partment   had    absolutely    no    voice      in 

such  expenditures.     This  is  not  the  pro- 

per way   to  do  business,   and   the  by-law 
should  either  be  amended,  enlarging  the 

scope  of  the  health  department,  or  such 
expenditures   charged    to  another  depart- ment,   wlitc.h    would    have  control    of    the 
same. 

"The  oitizens  can  congratulate  them- 
selves on  the  excellent  condition  of  the 

city  from  a  health  standpoint.  This 
year,  for  the  first  time  In  over  five  years 
wo  could  boast  of  not  having  a  cese  at 

the  Isolation  hospital.  While  the  city 
has  gre«tly  increased  In  population  both 
permanent  and  transitory,  on  the  whole. 
we  have  had  fewer  cases  of  infectious 
disease  and  a  lower  mortality  from 
such.  We  escaped  this  year,  with  thr 

exception  of  a  couple  of  mild  ca.vies,  the 
so-called  epidemic  infantile  paralysis, 

which  caused  ten  deaths  In  1910  and 
left  so  many  cripples,  and  of  dysentery, 
that  was  so  severe  last  year  and  caused 
»0  deaths,  we  have  had  but  few  cases 
and  two  deaths.  In  January  we  had  ten 
coses  of  smallpox,  which  was  a  legacy 

of  last  year's  Infection.  While  the  great- 
er number  of  cases  were  of  a  mild  form, 

ih>-'?  or  them  were  quite  severe,  for- 
tunately none  died. 

"One  malady  that  has  had  an  Increase 
In  deaths  over  1910  Is  what  is  known  as 
the   "White    Plague."      or      Tuberculosis. 
This  Is  a  disease,   which,  In  my  opinion, 
la    not    receiving    the    attention    that      It 

should.  Personally.  1  regard  tuberculosis 
with    more    fear    and    consider    it      more 

dangerous    to    the    public      health      than 

smallpox,  yet  very  Utile  Is  done  towards 
Isoliiting    those   afflicted    with    the    dis- 

ease.    I  am  of  opinion   that  the  govern- 
ment should  deal  with  this  malady.  Peo- 

ple taken  111  naturallj'  flock  to  the  cities 
where    they    can    receive    treatment    and, 

freriuently.    patients    suffering   from    tu- 
berculosis  become   a   charge   on  Hhe   cor- 

poration,   when    they    have    been    only    a 

month  or  two  In  the  place.  Furthermore, 
thickly    populated    districts    are    not    the 
places    for    persons    suffering    from    tu- 

berculosis,   either    from    the    standpoint 

of  the  patient's  good  orr  that  of  the  pub- 
lic,   hence    my    reaaon    for      contending 

that  the  fovemment  should  make  ample 
provision   for   such   oaaea   and    thus   re- 

lieve the  citlee  of  that  burden  and  dan- 

ger.

details  win  be  laid  before  this  house. 
Meanwhile  it  Is  scarcely  necessary  for 
ine  to  emphasize  how  Important  this 
matter  is,  meaning  a»most  the  life  of 
the  lands  within  the  railway  belt  and 

the  prosperity  of  the  "people  who  there 
have  their  homes  and  their  interests. 
The  productivity  of  the  lands  In  the 
dry  belt  has  only  recently  begun  to 
obtain  full  recognition,  and  the  Kam- 
loops  and  adjacent  districts  are  only 
now  just  coming  into  their  own.  Mil- 

lions of  money  will  be  required  to  pro- 
vide Irrigation  facilities  for  their  ade- 
quate development,  and  soon  yet  more 

millions  will  be  necessary  in  order  to 
provide  all  necessary  inpedimenta  for 

tlie  development  of  these  lands.  "Wo 
are  on  tlie  spot,  in  the  best  position  to 
advance  the  utilization  of  these  lands 
and  the  development  of  their  full  pro- 

ductiveness. At  the  present  time  It  Is 
not  ray  Intention  to  make  more  than 
ipassins  reference  to  cnis  auestlon.  In 
oQnSfiauencq  at  the  privy  CQvmcU  de- 

cision with  regard  to  water  rights  with- 
in the  railway  belt,  many  questions 

have  arisen  involving  very  consluerable 
Imrdship,  which  can  only  ba  romved  by 
careful  and  uniform  action,    which    the 

tunlty. 
Atrrioiatnnd  Problem 

"In  connection  wfth  tho  large  excess 
_<jt  Imgbrts  over  ik*0ilwllon  in  agricult- 
urar"~produce,  wTtIpJ^  "  was  referred  to 
briefly  by  the  member  for  Yale  and 

also  by  the  second  member  for  "Van- 
couver, the  fact  must  not  be  overlooked 

that  relatively  to  population  a  similar 
excess  has  existed  for  many  years.  Re- 

cently it  has  been  more  marked  by  rea- 
son of  the  greater  inrush  of  population, 

particularly  as  this  inrush  has  been 
directed  chiefly  toward  town  and  city 
centres.  It  has  been  estimated  that 
each  head  of  the  population  in  British 
Columbia  consuines  of  such  products  to 
the  value  of  JSO.  In  1010  it  was  estl- 
njated  that  75,000  persons  were  added 
to  the  population,  and  in  IDII  the  num- 

ber certp.inly  could  not  have  been  les.<5. 
The  Increase  of  consumption,  therefore, 
for  whicla  no  provision  could  have  been 
made  by  the  farming  population,  was 
no  less  than  about  six  million  dollars; 
and,  considering  the  increase  from  year 
to  year  of  population,  it  could  not 
have  been  expected  that  anything  like 
a  balance  cOuid  be  struck  between  im- 

ports and  consumption.  When  the 
minister  of  finance  comes  to  deliver  his 
budget  speech  we  may  expect  to  have 
details  laid  before  us  of  this,  what  ap- 

pears to  be,  astonlshihg  disparity,  and 
to  be  shown  that  really  from  t!ie  stand- 

point of  production,  agriculturally,  the 

I'armer.s  of  British  Columbia  are  doing 
wonderfully  well  as  compared  with  for- 
mor  years.  Of  the  lotal  of  what  are 

1  I  u«.''.ed  as  agricultural  ^products,  it 
liuist  be  borne  in  mind  that  there  will 
3lway3  be  a  considerable  portion  im- 

ported at  certain  seasons  of  the  year 
wlien  we  do  not  produce  to  meet  our 
own  necessities,  or  wnen  our  supply  is 
temporarily  isliorl.  We  Import  from 
Washington,  Oregon,  California,  Aus- 

tralia and  New  Zealand.  Our  seasons 

do  not  correspond,  and  tlierefore  "we  are 
in  the  happy  position  of  being  able  to 
obtain  fresh  products  at  what  would 
otherwise  be  off  seasons  at  home.  We 
confidently  anticipate  that  the  influx 
of  population,  as  well  as  the  natural 
Increase,  will  continue  for  many  years 
to  come,  and  I,  personally,  do  not  anti- 

cipate, however  rapid  our  farming  de- 
velopment may  be,  that  our  farmers 

will  be  able  to  catch  up  very  soon.  We 
would  be  delighted  to  grow  a  great  deal 
more  than  we  do,  but  this  large  excess 
I  regard,  under  the  circumstances,  as 
but  one  of  the  incidents  of  our  very 
rapid  growth.  It  means  that  our  farm- 

ers have  continued  demand  for  their 
product  at  good  prices,  and  while  the 
farmern  are  prc^perous,  the  rest  of  the 

(•ommunity  is  not  likely  to  suffer  very 
much,  t  do  not  consiuer  it  wise  at  the 
present  (inicture  to  go  further  Into  the 
matter  of  our  agricultural  production, 
for  the  reason  that  It  must  be  to  some 
c.^nsidp^able  extent  an  estimate,  but  as 
the  census  was  taken  last  year,  we  may 
expect  very  shortly  to  be  in  possession 
of    more    exact    detall.s. 

Sallway   Policy 

■.Vow     with     regard     lo    our       railway 
policy    you    will    notice    that    my    friend 
from     Albernl     has     said      again       today 
practically   what   he   said   two   years  ago 
on    tlie    same    topic,    that    our    railway 
jjollcy   was  but  a   bait   to  catch   the  peo- 

pu>.      I    read    the   press    of    the    country 
and     tlie    Liberal    press    which       echoes 
.his    opinion.      If   It    is    pleased    to    term 
any  effort  which   myself  and  colleagues 
may    put    forth    to    secure    the    develop- 

ment and   the  prosperity  of  British  Co- 
lumbia   by    means    of   railway    construc- 

tion   as    a    bait,    It    is    well    entitled    to 
u.s.e    that    phrase.    I    hope    at    all    times

"Bait!  Coming  back  to  this  house  with 
virtually  the  whole  province  behind  us.

try today,  with  or  without  an  enlarged 
railway  policy,  I  feel  confident  we 
would  be  returned  without  question. 
But  we  are  n<jt  here,  to  mark  time. 
Any  government  which  does  not  make  it 
Its  busiiiHSs  to  study  tlie  .signs  of  the 
times  and  how  it  can  best  produce  the 
development  of  this  province,  keeping

Talth  In  the.Fnture 

"In  proposing  to  submit  my  railway 
policy  to  this  house,  which  I  iiope  to 
In  two  or  three  weeks,  I  do  so  with 

strong  faith  in  the  future  of  the  coun- 
try and  with  a  Arm  determination  to 

do  everything  within  my  power  to- 
wards implementing  its  development 

through  the  construction  of  these  pro- 
jected and  necessary  roads. 

"It  is  amusing  to  hear  the  member 
for  Albernl  once  more  lament  the  dis- 

position of  this  government  to  sacri- 
fice the  credit  of  the  country  for  the 

advantage  of  railway  corporations.  Why 
one  of  the  last  acts  of  the  Liberal  gov- 

ernment at  Ottawa  was  to  guarantee  the 
bonds  of  the  Canadian  Nortliern  for  no 
less  a  sum  than  thirty-seven  million 
dollars.  Tills  was  ail  very  good,  in  the 

opinion  of  my  friend,  for  a  Liberal  gov- 
ernment at  Ottawa,  but  for  this  Con- 
servative government  of  British  Co- 

lumbia it  Is  a  high  crime  and  misde- 
meanor! Consistency  Is  a  jewel  which 

my  friend,  apparently,  has  still  to  go 
far  to  seek.  I  will  promise  him  in  his 

solicitude  for  the  best  interests  of  Van- 
couver Island  that  in  the  arrangement 

of  the  details  of  our  railway  policy  we 

shall  not  be  unmindful_  of  the  inter- 
ests of  his  constituency  and  those  of 

tlie  entire  island.

'British  Columbia  must  he  for  the  ma- 
terial benoftt  of  Vancouver  Island — for 

we  are  and  ever  will  remain,  one  and 
inseparable.     (Applause.) 

Ths  CoronatioB 

"The  member  for  Yale,  and  I  think 

the  second  member  for  "Vancouver,  re- 
ferred to  the  imposing  functions  con- 
nected with  the  coronation  of  King 

George  and  Queen  Mary,  at  which  I 
had  the  honor  with  my  colleague,  the 
attorney  genera!,  to  represent  tha 
province.  You  are  aware  that  Brit- 

ish Columbia  was  omcially  represent- 
ed at  the  coronation  ceremonies  in 

London  by  invitation  of  the  colonial 
ofTlce,  and  I  desire  to  express  my  sense 
of  high  appreciation  of  the  uniform 
kindness  and  consideration  that  were 
extended  to  my  colleague  and  >Irs. 
iiowser,  and  to  my  wife  and  myself 
during  our  stay  in  London,  by  the  im- 

perial authorities  and  by  many  others. 
The  coronation  itself  was  a  wonderful 
and  imposing  ceremony  carried  out  as 
the  rituals  are  In  tho  old  home  land, 
with  absolute  perfection  of  arrange- 

ments. Representatives  were  present 
from  all  sections  of  the  empire  and  it 
was  most  refreshing  and  inspiring 
thus  to  see  Britishers  from  all  quart- 
erg  of  the  globe  fraternizing  and 
standing  shoulder  to  shoulder  as  im- 

perial brethren  should. 

"The  outstanding  feature,  the  lesson 
to  be  draw-n  from  such  imposing  cHa- 
play  as  that  which  characterized  the 
coronation  ceremony  and  celebration. 
Is  found  in  the  fact  that  the  whole  of 

the  great  empire  was  adequately  re- 
pres<;nted.  and  that  the  enthusiasm  and 
evidences  of  devotion  to  their  majes- 

ties and  their  majesties'  dominion."?  ob- 
served throughout,  typified  and  repre- 
sented tho  spirit  of  the  empire  and  the 

spirit  of  every  portion  of  the  greatest 
empire  of  the  world,  of  which  we  In 
Canada  and  in  British  Columbia  are 
and  are  bound  to  be  more  and  more 
a  conspicuous  part.  Nothing  like  It 
could  be  possilMe  in  any  other  nation 
or  empire  the  wide  world  over. 

"It  seemed,  too,  as  one  noted  care- 
fully the  spirit  and  sentiment  of  the 

occasion  that  there  was  constantly 
manifest  a  .strong  desire  on  the  part 
of  the  home  land  to  recognUe  the  Do- 

minions over  the  seas  at  their  full 
worth  and  Importance,  and  this  and 
the  meeting  togiether  of  Brltalna  from 
all  quarters  of  the  globe  must  Inevit- 

ably produce  a  bott»»  understanding 
and  a  fuller  community  of  interaat 
and  sympahy.  And  while  legislative 
movement  mu»t  neceaaarlly  be  alow. 

It  waa  anmtatalcably  evidenced  that 
the  Imperial  idaa  waa  ateadlly  grow- 

ing; that  we  ara  being  broucht  eon- 
BUntly  nearer  tha  toal;  and  I  tnay 
aay  that  tbe  vardfct  of  tha  CanadlaD 

people  on  the  21at  of  Septc^mber  last 
may  be  talten  as  fully  warranting  us 
In  saying  that  Canada  Is  fully  ready 

to  play  her  part  in  the  closer  draw- 
ing of  the  l)onds  that  hold  the  British 

empire   together. 
H.  M.  K.  The  X>nke 

"The  mover  and  the  seconder  of  the 
address  also  referred  in  fitting  terms 
to  the  succession  of  H.  R.  H.  the 

Duke  of  Connaught  to  the  governor- 
generalship  of  Canada.  Thia  above 
everj'lhlng  else  is  evidence  of  the  de- 
she  at  home  to  give  to  the  relations 

between  this  the  chiefest  of  the  Brit- 
ish dominion,  and  Great  Brlrtaln  and 

other  portions  of  the  empire,  that  per- 
sonal and  )"iuman  touch  which  counts 

so  much  in  the  affairs  of  nations.  It 
Is  another  of  those  indefinable  ties  to 

Motherland  which  binds  us  all  to- 
gether and  helps  to  pavo  the  way 

smoothly  to  still  closer  political  rela- 
tions, of  whatever  nature  they  m<3,y  be, 

as  the  ultimate  solution  of  the  em- 
pire problem.  Upon  the  occasion  of 

our  visit  to  Ottawa  one  of  the  first

He  came  from  his 
office  and  expressed  the  wish  that  my 
colleagues  and  myself  should  call  upon 
him,  which  we  very  gladly  did.

— .!4-^ieve  and  I  think  it  is  general- 

ly understood  in  official  circles  tlnat 

the  appointment  of  the  Duke  of  Con- 
naught  as  governor-general  in  Canada 
was  in  deference  to  the  expressed  per- 

sonal wish  of  the  late  King  Edward, 

whoiie  wisdom  and  kingly  statesman- 
ship did  so  much  for  the  Avelfare  of 

his  people  in  their  relations  with  one 
another  and  with  other  people.  It 

was  Ir.  accordance  with  his  late  ma- 
jesty's desire  -that  the  duke  should 

make  it  his  very  pleasurable  task;  to 
con\e  to  Canada,  and  in  consequence, 
that  he  has  now  thrown  in  his  lot  with 
the  Canadian  people.  Taking  the 
coronation  and  the  appointment  of  His 
Royal  Highness  together  we  may  say 
that  here  are  found  two  of  the  most 
important  and  significant  events  in 

the  history  of  the  evolution  of  the  im- 
perial ideal — two  events  most  notable 

in  their  empire-making  effort.  Another 
and  also  notably  significant  happening 
in  a  similar  direction  was  the  return 

of  Mr.  Borden  as  premier  of  Canada. 
The  success  of  the  Conservative  party 

upon  the  Issue  jfv.hich  its  opponents 
chose  to  give  battle  upon  was  a  mes- 

sage to  Great  Britain  that  the  heart 
of  Canada  is  right — tiiat  Canada  stands 
for  the  maintenance  of  British  Institu- 

tions, for  reciprocal  trade  within  the 

empire,  for  co-operation  in  defence 
arid  in  all  (tther  matters  in  which 
British  subjects  the  world  over  can 
work  with  each  other  for  all  purposes 
that  are  for  the  common  good. 

Earl    Orey'a    Separtnre 
"Another  matter  which  properly  is 

referred  to  in  his  honor's  speech  is 
that  of  the  recent  departure  of  Earl 
Grey  from  this  Canadian  Dominion. 
It  is  only  a  short  time  ago,  upon  the 
occasion  of  his  departure,  since  I  had 
from  his  lordship  a  message  conveying 
his  best  wislies  for  British  Columbia 
and  for  her  people.  How  closely  Earl 

Grey  has  followed  everything  of  in- 
terest to  Canada  and  to  British  Colum- 

bia is  well  known.  He  lias  at  all  times 

evinced  a  special  interest  in  this  prov- 
ince, and  never  neglected  any  slight- 

est opportunity  to  bring  himself  into 
touch  with  conditions  here  and  tA 

study  and  become  acquainted  with  our 
people.  It  is  not  too  much  to  say  that 
we  have  never  had  in  the  old  land  a 
better  or  more  sympathetic  friend 
than  we  have  In  Lord  Grey,  and  when 

I  say  that  the  people  of  British  Co- 
lumbia wish  him  and  his  every  hap- 
piness and  prosperity  I  say  nothing 

that   is   one   bit   extravagant. 

Bympathetic   Balatlons 
"With  regard  to  our  visit  to  Ottawa, 

all  details  of  the  mission  will  be  con- 
tained In  a  report  which  will  shortly  be 

Iircsented  to  the  house,  and  what  we 
liave  done  win  then  bo  open  to  debate 
.md  criticism.  Many  matters  were 

taken  up,  and  we  are  encouraged  to  be- 
lieve that  progress  has  been  made  in 

the  accomplishment  of  our  commls.sion. 
I  can  promise  this  house  that  nothing 
will  be  left  undone  to  emphasize  to  tho 
full  the  desires  of  this  province.  I  do 
noi  want  tlie  people  of  this  province  or 
ot  any  part  of  Canada  to  think  that  we 
bave  asked  for  or  expect  any  more  from 
tho  Borden  government  than  we  are 
strictly  entitled  to  or  that  we  should 

have  obtained  from  the  Laurler  govern- 
ment. Our  present  relations  are  those 

which  should  subsist  between  a  province 
and  a  Dominion,  of  which  it  is  an  in- 

tegral part,  each  supreme  within  its 
own  limits,  but  willing,  and  arrttious  to 
eliminate  cause?  of  friction  where  re- 
tpeetlve  jurisdictions  or  Interests  seem 

U  conflict.  They  are  not  the'  relations 
which  have  subsisted  since  ttie  Laurier 
government  came  into  power,  and  even 
before  that  event,  and  the  relations 
which  we  as  a  government  were  anxious 

t")  establish  long  ago.  I  am  not  In  a 
pc.«!itlon  to  say  at  the  present  moment 
just  to  what  extent  negotiations  will  be 
Ciiirled  on  with  the  Dominion  or  to  dis- 

cuss the  dctailis  of  all  that  is  proposed 

in  the  way  of  tlie  settlement  of  nut- 
(•tanding  matters  as  between  the  pro* 
vlnce  and  the  Dominion.  I  do  not  think 
It  would  be  right  or  proper  to  do  so  at 
the  present,  but  I  feel  that  you  may  rest 
assured  that  the  progress  shown  In  x*- 
■pecl  to  the  administration  of  water  in 

the  railway  belt  and  the  increased  ap- 
propriations this  province  is  recejvmg 

in  various  public  wocka  will  be  carried 

tc  a  point  where  a  satisfactory  settle- 
ment of  ̂ ex«d  Issues  can  ht  affected.

Another  thing  T  will  aay,  and  that  w 
tbat  whenever  we  now  go  to  Ottawa 
With  a  eaae  that  la  decent,  right  aatf 
fair,  we  win  receive  that  treatmant  to

which  we  feel  that  we  are  as  ̂ ,  province 
enUtlud.     Papers  in  connection  with  our 
visit  will  soon  be  prevented  to  the  house 
and  these  will  go  Into  matters  with  as 
much  detail  as  possible.     In  addition  to 
the  questlonn     which     have     arisen  as 
thee*      already       und«r      consideration, 
there  are  many  matters  connected  with 
mining,    agriculture     flsherlee,    forestry, 
railway    construction,    immigration    and 
labor,  etc..  in  revard   to  which   the  two 
governments  can  and  should     worlt     in 

co-operation,  supplementing  each  other's 
sflorta  without  impinging  upon  reapec- 
tlve    rights    or   mixing     up     legislative 
authority  in  any     way.     Towards     this 
end  I  may  say  the  two  governments  are 
now  working.     This  I  have  already  said 

n;ight  have  be^n  in  the  past,  and   it  iJ 
dtistincd   to   produce   oub.stantial   results 
in  the  future.     We  are  asking  no  favors 
or   no   discrimination      in      our   behalf — 
simply  recognition  of  that   to   which   in 
all  fairness   ,ve  ara  entitled.     And  what- 

ever makes  for  the  good  ot  British  Co- 
lumbia must  redound    to   the<-advantaso 

of  Canada  as  a  whole.      (Applause.)

"I  do  not  think  it  is  necessary  for  me 
at    tho    present    time   to    tak«    up    much 
time    in    consideration    of    the    flnanrial 
position  of  the  province  as  disclosed  by 

the    pubic    accounts.      These    have    been 
laid  before   the  house     and     speak     for 
themselves.     We   have   today  a  feveuua 
four    times    greater    than   we   had    when 
this   government  took  power.     We  have 
a  surplus  for  the  last  fiscal  year  of  ap- 
pioximatoly  two  and  a  quarter  millions. 
And  We   have   a  cash     balanoo     in     tho 

the  fcame  time  been  able  to  expend  very 
large  sums  on  necessary  public  works, 
and  to  do  efficiently  and  on  a  larger 

oale  than  ever  before  in  the  history  of 
the  province  those  many  things  which 
arc  necessary  and  desirable  in  the  way 

of  Iha  atotinlstration  of  our  affairs,  and 

the  /((||pg|lipment  of  our  resources 
I  haV'e  said  on  previous  occasions  in 
dltcussing  these  matters,  and  the  pros- 

IJerlty  of  the  people  generally,  while  the 
govertiment  cannot  and  does  not  take 
to  itself  the  entire  orodlt,  it  may  fairly 

lay  claim  to  a  reasonable  share  of  re- 
sponsibility for  placing  the  political 

and  financial  affairs  of  British  Columbia 

in  such  a  position  that  the  business  ele- 
ment and  the  worklngmen  of  this  pro- 

vincial community  can  turn  to  tha  beat 
advantage  the  opportunities  whioh  He 
before  them.  The  credit  of  the  province 
ha.s  now  been  so  established  that  if  the 
government  and  the  legislature  deemed 
U  necessary  and  desirable,  we  might  go 
to  tho  money  markets  of  the  world  and 

pledge  It  to  the  extent  of  many  mil- 
lions our  securities  today  ranking  am- 

ong the  best  in  the  world. 
Songbeea  Jleaarra 

"As  to  the  Songhees  reserve  settle- 
ment, my  rriend  tha  member  for  Albernl 

has  said  that  it  might  have  been  arriv- 
ed at  long  ago,  but  that  we  were  await- 

ing an  opportune  time  in  order  to  make 
political  capital  upon  it.  Let  me  tell 

him  that  for  years  different  govern- 
ments have  been  endeavoring  to  bring 

about  an  arrangement  under  which  the 
removal  of  tho  Indians  from  this  reser- 

vation might  be  brought  about,  but  it 
has  remained  for  this  administration  to 
secure  a  final  settlement  of  this  long- 
vexed  question.  It  Is  but  fair  to  say 
that  when  we  of  necessity  asked  the  co- 

operation of  the  Ottawa  authorities  it 
was  forthcoming,  save  and  except  with 
respect  to  tho  disposition  of  the  new 
reserve  at  IS.squimalt.  Instead  of  offer- 

ing in  fairness  to  take  that  reserve  for 
tho  Indians  upon  the  usual  terms,  the 
province  retaining  its  reversionary  in- 

terest, they  would  not  consent  to  the 
settlement  arrived  at  until  we  should 
give  them  a  freehold  interest  in  the  new 
reserve.  Wa  were  held  up,  and  wo  gave 

it.  because  it  waa  of  paramount  impor- 
tance that  the  removal  of  the  Indians 

should  be  secured,  and  that  the  prop- 
erty In  the  old  reserve  should  be  put  to 

more  appropriate  uses  for  the  advantage 
of  the  people  of  Victoria  and  of  Briliah 
Columbia. 

"However,  we  have  the  reserve  prop- 

erty today;  we  are  now  engaged  in 
clearing  up  the  title;  we  have  under  way 
plans  with  respect  to  railway  accom- 

modation, and  we  will  endeavor  in  our 
final  arrangements  to  put  the  reserve 
property  to  such  uses  as  will  be  not 
only  profitable  but  creditable  to  the 

province.  We  have  in  It  a  large  in- 
vestment, and  we  believfe  that  we  will 

get  every  cent  back,  but  the  general 
good  of  the  public  and  the  province  is 
and  will  be  our  first  consideration, 
rather  than  looking  for  profit.  This 
has  influenced  our  actions  ail  the  way through. 

Tribute  to  Yl«t«(t« 

"In  respect  to  the  forty-three  acres 
which  my  friend  from  Albernl  has 
spoken  of  as  promised  to  the  city  of 

Victoria  under  an  old  order-ln-councll 
of  several  years  ago,  I  notice  t}iat  my 
friend  opposite  has  laid  a  special  em- 

phasis upon  this,  suggesting  that  as  1 

am  a  member  for  Victoria  if  an  elec- 
tion is  brought  on,  he  will  do  hia  best 

to  fix  me  on  this  text,  (laughter).  I 
have  one  great  comfort  and  that  is  that 

the  people  of  Victoria  are  fair-minded, 
clear-headed  and  progressive.  They 

realize  quite  fully  that  the  Victoria  of 
ten  years  ago  is  very  different  from  the 
Victoria  of  today.  Then  the  population 
was  about  twenty  thousand;  today  we 

have  a^bustling.  busy,  rapidly-growing 
commercial  c'lf^  of  «0,000  or  70,000,  and 

so  Boo^  as  railway  construction  and 
other  factories  in  compreherLsive  de- 

velopment have  been.  completely  ar- 
ranged for.  It  win  be  a  city  of  a  hun- 

dred thousand  or  more.  The  people  of 

Victoria  look  at  this  matter  in  a  busi- 
ness way  and  realise  that  land  thus 

brought  into  the  business  part  of  the 
city  could  never  be  allotted  in  large 
area  for  park  purposes.  If  I  am  not 

right  I  am  prepared  to  answer  with  and 
to  the  people  of  Victoria.  They  will 
find  that  in  the  final  aettlement  the 
action  taken  in  the  Songhees  matter 
will  meet  with  their  entire  satisfaction 
and  be  acceptable  alao  to  the  people  of 
all  parts  of  Vancouver  island  and  the 
entire  province  of  Britlah  Columbia.

serves in  general.  My  fi-lend  the  sec- 
ond tttmliar  tir  vaawov^ar.  made  some 

referende  to  tbia  matter  and  perbapa 

left  #«  IWpraaafQB  that  hf  tMia-am  de- 
sire to'oonvey,  wad  on*     whioh  night 

tend  to  disturb  the  minds  pf  the  In- 
dians throughout  the  province.  There 

has  been  much  in  the  papers  of  late 
With  regard  to  an  agitation  brought 
about  recently  on  the  subject  of  Indian 
Ifnds  and  titles  throughout  the  pro- 

vince, and  It  is  not  so  long  ago  since 

a  party  of  Indian  chiefs  from  all  parts 

of  British  Columbia  came  here  to  con- 
fer with  my  colleagues  and  myaelf  in 

this  conueotluii.  Briefly  their  case  was 

that  they  were  here  before  the  whites, 
that  their  fathers  held  possession  of  the 
land  before  them,  and  that  we  were  to 
believe  that  nothing  had  ever  been  done 
to  disentitle  them  to  the  whole  pro- 

vince. We  want  you,  they  said,  to  go 
to  the  courts  and  show  that  these  lands 

are  not  yours,  but  ours.  We  told  them 
that  we  could  not  consider  for  a  mo- 

ment such  a  proposition.  We  spoke  to 
them  also  of  the  large  areas  that  had 

been  assigned  as  reserves  for  the  In- 
dians of  British  Columbia,  hand-picked 

lands  they  are,  too,  to  a  large  extent. 
We  told  them  that  we  would  protect 
them  In  enjoyment  of  these  lands,  but 
we  could  go  no  further.  We  also 
pointed  out  the  opportunities  existing 
for  Indians,  If  they  so  desired,  to  en- 

large their  holdings  by  taking  advantage 
of  the  pre-emption  law,  and  we  also 
spoke  to  them  of  the  disposition  of  the 
government  to  give  Indians  who  might 

80  desire,  opportunity  to  work  on  the 
roads  and  other  public  undertakings. 

We  told  them  generally  that  we  de-Jired 
to  treat  them  as  friends,  not  as  foes, 
l9ut  that  th«y  must  expect  the  govc.-n- 
iiieni  to  stand  firmly  for  the  rights  of 

the  community.  And  that  has  since 
been  our  position  *t  Ottawa  and  In 
England.

"The    object    of    this    sa0im!gt0i     f^ 

doling  with  the'laOiaaa  Igiioi'Mly  to 

alMe,  but  in  aofat^'aii  possible  to  assist 
them  in  taking  a  superior  position  in 
the  future  to  that  which  they  now  oc- 

cupy. The  readjustnjj,nt  of  the  entire 
matter  of  Indian  reserve  under  the  ar- 

rangement entered  Into  with  the  Dom- 
inion in  1876  has  now  become  inevit- 
able. It  was  intended  from  the  very 

first  that  there  should  be  rearrange- 
ments from  time  to  time  of  the  reserve 

areas.  The  province  was  to  re-posses.^ 
lands  no  longer  required  by  Uie  Indian 

tribes  in  proportion  to  their  dimlnlsh- 
ment,  or  to  Increase  the  size  of  the  re- 

serves in  proportion  to  the  requirements 
as  the  tribes  might  increase.  In  at- 

tempting to  give  effect  to  the  terms 
of  that  convention  it  cannot  be  said 
that  the  government  is  showing  any 
disposition  to  break  faith  with  the  In- 

dians with  the  Dominion  authorities, 
who   act  as   their  guardians. 

"It  is  matter  nf  common  knov.'lcd™'* 
that  many  of  tho  Indian  reserves, 
which,  by  the  way,  represent  the  beat 
lands  to  be  found  in  the  various  dis- 

tricts, are.  If  not  abandoned  altogeth- 

er by  the  dying  out  of  the  Indians,  al- 
most in  an  abandoned  condition;  and  a 

very  large  acreage  in  the  aggregate  is 
left  unproductive  and  unoccupied.  This 
is  not  a  desirable  condition,  and  is  one 
of  no  advantage  to  the  natives  of  tho 
country.  Some  of  this  land  has,  by 
reason  of  settlement  and  development, 
become  exceedingly  valuable.  It  was  In 
this  sense,  I  am  sure,  that  the  second 
member  for  Vancouver  spoke,  for  I  am 
sure  from  my  nowled>,»  of  him  that  he 

would  be  the  first  man  in  this  legisla- 
ture to  protest  against  any  infringe- 
ment of  the  rights  of  the  Indians. 
Oovemuent  to   Stand  Tirm. 

"We  are  ready  and  glad  at  any  time 
to  receive  in  conference  representative 
men  of  the  Indian  peoples  and  to  dis- 

cuss with  them  any  matters  legitimate- 
ly worthy  of  consideration,  such  as 

that  which  has  been  suggested  in  re- 
gard to  grants  in  fee  to  parts  of  the 

reserves.  Necessarily  extra  care  and 

(patience  must  always  be  exercised  In 
thus  conferring  with  the  original  in- 

habitants of  the  land,  so  that  there  may 
be  no  misunderstanding,  hut,  as  T  say, 

the  government  is  determined  to  stand 
firm  in  the  position  which  it  has  taken 
with  reapect  to  the  crown  lands.  Vvo 
will  treat  the  Indians  as  brothers  and 
as  friends,  as  they  are  entitled  to  be 
treated,  and  we  hope,  wth  the  co-oper- 

ation of  Ottawa,  shortly  to  reach  a  just 
and  equitable  arrangement  with  regard 
to  reserve  matters  generally.  We  can- 

not but  note  the  large  acrage  under 
existing  reserve  in  excess  of  the  neces- 

sities Of  the  Indians — the  thousands  of 
acres  of  good  land  lying  waste  which 

might  be  tilled  and  made  contributary 
to  the  neeespltles  of  the  province.  It 

Is  with  a  view  to  se«tirtng  the  settle- 
ment and  profitable  utilization  of  these 

areas  that  negotiations  are  being  con- 
ducted with  the  government  at  Ottawa. 

Not  much  progresii  has  as  yet  been 
made  in  this  matter,  but  we  are  strong 
in  the  dcterminjitlon  to  move  along  with 

it,  and  hope  inat  the  entire  Indian 
question  wilt  be  finally  and  definitely 
settled  later  on.  rhe  Indians  only  re- 

quire to  bo  properly  advised  as  to  their 
rights  in  this  province  to  be  entirely 
reasonable.  The  government  would— be 
Inclined  to  go  much  further  than  the 
fjirovince  ever  yet  has  done  in  placing 
the  Indians  in  a  better  position  in  the 
social  scale,  but  I  do  not  take  it  that 

the  Indians  can  ever  be  better  off  by 
merely  holding  on  to  a  large  extent  of 
land  to  which  tliey  have  no  fee  simple, 

wfhloh  they  are  entitled  to  have  for  use 
and  occupation,  but  of  which  they  ma^e 
no  benePlcial  use.  Personally,  I  am 

glad  to  be  the  friend  of  many  of  their 
leading  men,  and  I  would  be  the  last 
to  suggest  that  they  should  suffer  the 
least  diminution  of  their  legitimate 

rights  In  a  land  of  .which  they  were 

once  the  sole  Inhabitants.
