Uron the whole, I have here given no Defign but what may be executed with 

Advantage by the Hands of a fkilful Workman, though fome of the Profeffion have 

been diligent enough to reprefent them (efpecially thofe after the Gothick and 

Chinefe Manner) as fo many {pecious Drawings, impoflible to be worked off by any 

Mechanick whatfoever. I will not fcruple to attribute this to Malice, Ignorance, 

and Inability; and Iam confident I can convince all Noblemen, Gentlemen, or 

others, who will honour me with their Commands, that every Defign in the Book 

can be improved, both as to Beauty and Enrichment, in the Execution of it, by

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AKE any Height propofed for this Order, and divide it into five equal Parts; one of 
thofe Parts fhall be the Height of the Pedeftal according to the fmall Divifion of the 
Scale, on the left Hand; the other four Parts above muft be divided into five Parts, 
according to the outmoft Line on the left Hand; the upper fifth part fhall be the 

Height of the Entablature, and the other four Parts betwixt the Pedeftal and Entablature, fhall 
be the Height of the Column, including its Bafe and Capital: and this Height being divided into 
feven Parts, one of thofe Parts will be the Diameter of the Column, which Diameter is divided 
into fixty equal Parts, and is called a Module; and this will ferve to fet off all the Mouldings 
for this Order. You have all the Particulars of the Mouldings at large on the right Hand; the 
Bafe and Capital are each in Height a Semi-diameter of the Column; the Column mutt be divided 
into three equal Parts betwixt the Capital and Bafe, and from the top of the lower Divifion it 
is diminifhed one-fifth of its Semi-diameter on each Side. The Method of diminifhing the 
Column is explained in the middle Scheme; the Breadth of the Die of the Pedeftal is determined 
by the Projection of the Bafe of the Column. 
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AKE any Height upon a ftraight Line, as in the Tuscan Order, and divide it into 
five equal Parts; one of them fhall be the Height of the Pedeftal; the other four Parts 

muft be divided into five Parts, one of which is the Height of thé Entablature; the remaining 
four Parts muft be divided into eight Parts; one of them is the Diameter of the Column, or 
Module, which divide into fixty equal Parts, as in the Tuscan Order, to fet off all the Mouldings, 
as you will fee on the right Hand, where you have the Plan of the Cornice. The Column 
diminifhes one-fixth of its Semi-diameter on each Side, from one-third Part of its Height, to the 
Top of the-Capital. The Bafe and Capital are each in Height a Semi-diameter. ‘ 
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a AKE any Height, as in the foregoing Orders, and divide it into five equal Parts, one of 
thefe Parts is the Height of the Pedeftal; the other four being divided into fix Parts, one 

of them is the Height of the Entablature; the remaining five Parts mutt be divided into nine 
equal Parts; one of them is the Diameter of the Column or Module, which is divided into fixty 
equal Parts as before; the Mouldings are at large, with a Scale or Module to draw them. The 
Column is diminifhed one-fixth of its Semi-diameter on cach Side, from one-third Part of its 
Height. The Bafe and Capital are each in Height a Semi-diameter.

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HE whole Height is divided into five Parts; one of them muft be for the Pedeftal, 
the other four remaining Parts muft be divided into fix; one of them will give the Height

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HE Bafes are in Height a Semi-diameter of the Column; their Projections are one-third 
of the Height ; their Members are of an eafy Form, being moft of them a Semi-circular, 

except the Scotia, which is a Mixti-linear drawn from two Centers, in this Manner, as in the 
Tonicx Bafe. Having drawn and divided the Bignefs of each Member, and the Centers of the 
upper and lower Torus, then let fall a Perpendicular from the Center of the upper Torus, and 
divide it within the Space of the Scotia into feven Parts, the three uppermoft will be the Segment 

of the Circle drawn to the oblique Line: The other Segment is drawn by fixing the Center 
where the Oblique cuts the Perpendicular; the other Scotias are drawn in the fame Manner. 
The Mouldings are all the fame as pricked or marked in the Orders. 
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THE Projection of the Bafe of the Pedeftal is equal to its Height, and'the Caps projeét the 
fame ; the Mouldings are pricked off as they are drawn in the Order before. 

A RULE 
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AKE your Compaffes, and extend from 1 in the Eye of the Volute, to the greateft Extent, 
and fweep with them a Quarter of a Circle; then holding ftill in the Point where the 

Compaffes ended the Quarter Circle, bring the other Point of the Compaffes to 2, in the Eye 

of the Volute; there fweep another Quarter of a Circle, ftill holding your Compaffes in that 
Point ; bring the other Point of your Compaffes to 3 in the Eye of the Volute, and {weep another 
Quarter of a Circle; then hold your Compafies in that Point, and bring the other Point of ‘your 
Compafles to 4 in the Eye of the Volute, then {weep the other Quarter: fo by this Means you 

will complete one Round of the Volute. Then proceed in the fame Manner from 4, to 5, 6, 7, 
and fo on to 12. Take Notice of the Eye of the Volute at large, and obferve to divide each 

Divifion into three equal Parts, as is done betwixt 2 and 6, and let the Point of your Compafs 
be placed in the Points ¢, d, f; &c. to diminifh the Fillet of the Volute.

Are various Defigns of Chairs for Patterns. The front Feet are moftly different, for the 
greater Choice. Care muft- be taken in drawing them at large. The Seats look beft when 
ftuffed over the Rails, and have a Brafs Border neatly chafed; but are moft commonly done 
with Brafs Nails, in one or two Rows; and fometimes the Nailslare done to imitate Fretwork. 
They are ufually covered with the fame Stuff as the Window-Curtains. The Height of the 
Back feldom exceeds twenty-two Inches above the Seats: The other Dimenfions are in Plate IX. 
Sometimes the Dimenfions are lefs, to fuit the Chairs to the Rooms. 

PLAT BX. 

Three Defigns of Chairs with Ribband-Backs. Several Sets have been made, which have 
given entire Satisfaction. If any of the fall Ornaments fhould be thought fuperfuous, they 
may be left out, without fpoiling the Defign. If the Seats are covered with red Morocco, they 
will have a fine Effect.

EA ae OF VED LEE. 

Six Defigns of Chairs for Halls, Paflages, or Summer-Houfes. They may be made either 
of Mahogony, or any other Wood, and painted, and have commonly wooden Seats. If the 
Carving of, the Chairs in Plate XVIII. was thought fuperfluous, the Outlines may be preferved, 
and they will look very well. The Height of the Gothick Back is two Feet, four Inches, and 
the others one Foot, eleven Inches, and the Height of the Seat feventeen.or eighteen Inches. 
If you divide the Height of the Backs in the Number of Inches given, you will have a 
Meafure to take off of the Breadth of the circular Parts of each Back. Arms, if required, 
may be put to thofe Chairs,

Two Defigns of French Chairs with Elbows, and for the greater Variety, the Feet and Elbows 
are different. The little Moulding, round the Bottom of the Edge of the Rails, has-a good 

I Effect 
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Efe. The Backs and Seats are ftuffed, and covered with Spanith Leather, or Damafk, &c. 

and nailed with Brafs Nails. The Seat is twenty-feven Inches wide in Front, twenty-two 

Inches from the Front to the Back, and twenty-three Inches wide behind; the Height of the 

Back is twenty-five Inches, and the Height of the Seat fourteen Inches and an Half, in- 

cluding Cafters. 

PLATES. XX. XXL XXII. XXUI. 

Eight Defigns of French Chairs, which may be executed to Advantage. Some of them are 

intended to be open below at the Back: which make them very light, without having a bad Effect. 

The Dimenfions are the fame as in Plate XIX. only that the higheft Part of the Back is two Feet, 

five Inches: But fometimes thefe Dimenfions vary, according to the Bignels of the Rooms they 

are intended for. A fkilful Workman may alfo leflen the Carving, without any Prejudice to the 

Defign. Both the Backs and Seats muft be covered with Tapeftry, or other fort of Needlework. 

PLATE XXIV. 

Two Defigns of Chairs for Gardens; and a long Seat, That marked A, is proper for 

Arbours, or Summer-Houfes, and C proper for Grottos; the Seat marked B, may be placed 

in Walks, or at the Ends of Avenues. The Backs may be cut out of the folid Board, and 

fixed to the Back Edges of the Seats. The Dimenfions are as in Plate XVII. or XVIII. The 

Length of Seat B is feven Feet. 

PLATE  XKXV. 

Three Defigns of Chairs. That in the Middle is proper for a Library; the two others are 

Gothick, and fit for Eating-Parlours ; the Dimenfions as in Plates IX, and X. 

PLATES XXVI. XXVII. and XXVIII. 

Nine Defigns of Chairs after the Chinefé Manner, and are very proper for a Lady’s Dreffing- 

Room: efpecially if it is hung with India Paper, They will likewife fuit Chinefe Temples. They 

have commonly Cane-Bottoms, with loofe Cufhions; but, if required, may have ftuffed Seats, 

and Brafs Nails. 

PLATES XXIX. and XXX. 

Four Defigns of Sofas. When made large, they have a Bolfter and Pillow at each End, 

and Cufhions at the Back, which may be laid down occafionally, and form a Mattrafs. The 

upper Sofa, in Plate XXIX, is defigned to have the Back-Corners circular, which muft look 

well. The Sizes differ greatly; but commonly they are from fix to nine, or ten feet long; the 

Depth of the Seat, from Front to Back, from two Feet, three Inches, to three Feet ; and the 

Height of the Seat one Foot, two Inches, with Cafters. The Scrolls are eighteen or nineteen 

Inches high, Part of the Carving may be left out, if required. . 

P GeA TE) XXXE 

A Defign of a Sofa for a grand Apartment, and will require great Care in the Execution, to 

make the feveral Parts come in fuch a Manner, that all the Ornaments join without the leaft Fault : 

and if the Emboffments all along are rightly managed, and gilt with burnifhed Gold, the whole 

will have a noble Appearance. The Carving at the Top is the Emblem of Watchfulnefs, 

Affiduity, and Reft. The Pillows and Cufhions muft not be omitted, though they are not in 

the Defign. The Dimenfions are nine Feet long, without the Scrolls; the broadeft Part of the 

Seat, from Front to Back, two Feet, fix Inches ;° the Height of the Back from the Seat, three 

Feet, fix Inches; and the Height of the Seat one Foot, two Inches, without Cafters. I would 

advife the Workman to make a Model of it at large, before he begins to execute it. 

PLATE XxXxil. 

Two Defigns of Couches, or what the French call Péché Mortel. ‘They are fometimes 

made to take afunder in the Middle; one Part makes a large Eafy-Chair, and the other a

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Stool, and the Feet join in the Middle, which looks badly: Therefore I would recommend their being made, as in thefe Defigns, with a pretty thick Mattrafs. The Dimenfions are fix Feet long in the Clear, and two Feet, fix Inches, te three Feet broad.

A Defign of a Sofa with a Chinefe Canopy, with Curtains and Valences tied up in Drapery, and may be converted into a Bed, by making the front Part of the Seat to draw forward, and the Sides made to fold and turn in with ftrong Iron Hinges, and a proper Stretcher to keep out and fupport the Sides when open. The Curtains muft be likewife made to come forward, and when let down will form a Tent. A, is the Lath of the Curtain; B, Half of the Plan of the Canopy ; C, the Profile of the Wood-Work 3 D, an Ornament that goes round the Infide; E, the Shell-work ‘at the Bottom of the Canopy.

Ten Defigns of Bed-Pillars. A, B, C, D, E, in Plate XXXIV. are Gothick 3 4is the Plan of the Pillar B, and the Pedeftal Part; cis the Plan of C; dthe Plan of D; andeofE. A Scale is annexed. No Length can be fixed, as that will be determined by the Height of the Room they are for. They are all defigned with Pedeftals, which muft certainly look better than Bafes of Stuff round the Bed, and the Pillars feem to be unfupported, The Defigns are very clear, and need no farther Explanation, 2

A Bed which has been made for the Earls of Dumfries and Morton. One of the Pillars is compofed of Reeds, with a Palm-Branch twifting round. The Tefter is covered, and the Bottom-Edge of the Cove is cut into the Shape nearly ‘that of the Cornice, and a thin, flight Ornament fixed on, and the Infide Valens fixed to it. In the Middle of the Téefter is a carved, oval Ornament, three Feet, nine Inches, by two Feet, eight Inches; and from that to each Corner, is a Piece of Foliage and Flowerings, The Corner-Pieces, which come down from the Cornice, are Wood, and the Valens fixed to them. The Pillars are eight Feet, fix Inches high, and the Bedftead fix Feet, feven Inches long, and fix Feet wide.
