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PREFACE. 

The  want  of  an  Index  to  the  Manuscripts  acquired  by  the  British  Museum  from  the  period  of 

the  publication  of  Ayscough's  Catalogue  in  1782  down  to  the  year  1836  (from  which  date  an 
Index  to  the  Additions  is  printed),  has  been  so  long  and  generally  felt  by  those  who  frequent 

the  Reading  Room,  that  it  appeared  to  the  Keeper  of  the  Department  of  Manuscripts  a  mea- 
sure of  the  utmost  necessity  to  endeavour  to  remedy  the  deficiency  complained  of.  The 

present  Index,  therefore,  has  been  compiled  with  that  view,  and  is  now  printed  with  the 

sanction  of  the  Trustees.  It  has  been  a  work  of  very  considerable  labor,  but  does  not  pre- 

tend to  be  complete  in  all  its  parts  ;  and  this  has  unavoidably  arisen  from  the  unequal  character 

of  the  Catalogues  upon  which  it  has  been  made,  part  of  which  exist  in  manuscript  and  part  in 

a  printed  form.  The  manuscript  portion  is  hi  detail,  and  extends  from  No.  5017  of  the  Addi- 

tional Manuscripts  (where  Ayscough's  Catalogue  concludes)  to  about  No.  7084 ;  subsequent  to 
which  the  annual  printed  Lists  of  Donations  and  Bequests  and  Lists  of  Additions  have  been  used, 

from  the  year  1829  to  the  year  1835  inclusive,  which  bring  down  the  numbers  of  the  Addi- 

tional Manuscripts  to  No.  10,018.  In  these  Lists  the  manuscripts  are  unly  briefly  described  or 

entered,  but  yet  sufficiently  so,  to  indicate  the  character  and  general  contents  of  each  volume. 

Such  manuscripts,  however,  as  were  acquired  by  purchase  in  the  years  1829  and  1830,  and 

consequently  omitted  in  the  Lists  of  Donations  and  Bequests,  have  been  supplied  in  the  present 

Index,  as  have  also  a  few  accidental  omissions  in  the  more  extended  Lists  of  Additions  of 

1831—1835. 

To  have  re-made  the  whole  of  these  printed  Lists  in  detail  would  have  required  so  much 

time  and  delay,  that  the  Index,  if  postponed  until  this  had  been  done,  could  not  have  been 

completed  for  several  years  to  come ;  and  it  was  thought  by  far  the  preferable  course  not  to 

defer  its  preparation  on  this  account,  although,  by  so  doing,  it  may  now  appear  less  full  and 

perfect  throughout  than  it  otherwise  would  have  been. 

To  the  topographer  and  biographer  it  may  be  useful  to  point  out,  that  the  extensive 

Collections  of  the  Rev.  William  Cole  (bequeathed  to  the  Museum  in  1785,  but  not  made 

available  to  the  public,  under  the  will,  till  1803),  are  here  indexed  in  great  detail,  as  are  also 

the  CoUections  of  Adam  WoUey,  Esq.,  for  the  history  of  Derbyshire,  bequeathed  in  1828. 

To  these  may  be  added  the  Sussex  Collections  of  Sir  William  BurreU,  Bart,  and  the  Rev. 

William  Hayley  ;  the  Collections  for  Surrey,  by  Richard  Symmes  of  Guildford  and  Will
iam 

Bray,  Esq.  ■.  and  the  Architectural  Papers  of  the  Rev.  Thomas  Kerrich  and  Mr.  James  Essex. 

With  equal  fullness  will  be  found  indexed  the  numerous  literary  Papers  of  Professor  John 

Ward,  of  Gresham  College,  bequeathed  by  Dr.  Johi.  Loveday,  in  1810;  the  extensive
  col- 

lections relating  to  Orders  of  Knighthood,  Ceremonials,  and  Archery,  by  Mrs.  Sarah  Sophia 

Banks,  presented  in  1819;  the  large  and  valuable  series  of  diplomatic  correspondence  
and 

private  papers  of  Sir  Andrew  MitcheU,  Minister  at  the  Court  of  Berlin  from  1756
  to  1770 

(acquired  in  1810,  but  not  opened  till  1826);  and  the  shnilar  correspondence  of  Geo
rge 

Stepney,  Esq.,  Envoy  at  several  European  Courts  between  the  years  1690  and  1707,  
pre- 

sented in  1829. 
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In  addition  to  the  manuscripts  numbered  from  5018  to  10,018  inclusive,  the  present 

Index  embraces  also  the  Egerton  Manuscripts,  from  No.  1.  to  No.  606.  (acquired  par
tly  by 

the  bequest  of  the  Earl  of  Bridgewater,  in  1829,  and  since  augmented  out  of  th
e  fund  left  for 

that  purpose) ;  as  likewise  the  large  collection  of  original  Briefs  for  collecting  alms,  from
  the 

year  1754,  28  Geo.  II.,  to  their  aboUtion  in  1828,  8  Geo.  IV.,  presented  to  the  Museum 
 by 

John  Stevenson  Salt,  Esq.,  in  1829. 

In  regard  to  the  Additional  Charters,  such  only  are  indexed  as  are  noticed  In  the  printed 

Lists  of  Additions  for  1831—1835;  but  it  may  be  observed,  that  a  separate  detailed  Cata- 

logue exists  of  them  in  manuscript,  from  No.  1.  to  No.  1249,  with  indexes  of  persons  and 

places ;  and  this  is  the  case  also  with  the  Egerton  Charters,  and  with  the  Charters  forming 

part  of  the  WoUey  collections. 

It  must  further  be  remarked,  that  in  the  present  Index,  all  manuscripts  in  the  Oriental 

lano-uao-es,  with  the  exception  of  the  Hebrew,  are  omitted  ;  and  this  has  been  done  advisedly,  on 

account  of  the  very  detailed  and  accurate  Catalogues  of  the  Syriac,  Arabic,  Persian,  Ethioplc, 

and  other  classes  of  manuscripts,  which  have  either  already  been  printed,  or  are  now  in  pro- 

gress, with  full  indexes  to  each  class. 

Among  the  manuscripts  termed  Additional,  entered  in  the  present  Index,  above  one 

hundred  of  the  Sloane  Collection  will  be  found,  which  were  transferred  to  the  Department  of 

Manuscripts  after  the  publication  of  Ayscough's  Catalogue,  and  are  not  described  by  him ;  and 

this  is  the  case  likewise  with  a  few  of  the  Old  Royal,  Cottonlan,  and  Harleian  Manu- 

scripts, which  were  left  without  numbers,  and  are  not  included  in  the  printed  Catalogues  of 
those  Collections. 

A  certain  number  also  of  manuscripts,  both  Sloane  and  Additional,  on  account  of  their 

connexion  with  Art,  have  long  since  been  transferred  to  the  Print  Room,  and  are  there  pre- 

served, namely,  the  drawings  by  various  masters  in  the  Sloane  volumes  Nos.  5214 — 5218, 

5223—5227,  5235—5238,  5250,  and  5284,  5285  ;  the  drawings  by  Italian,  Flemish  and  French 

masters,  bequeathed  by  William  Fawkener,  Esq.,  in  1769  (Nos.  5210 — 5213);  and  the  draw- 

ings by  Nicolas  Mosman,  presented  by  the  Earl  of  Exeter,  in  1789  (Nos.  5342 — 5344). 

The  sheets  of  the  present  Index  have  been  read  and  revised  by  more  than  one  of  the 

Assistants  in  the  Department  of  Manuscripts,  and  by  myself;  but  the  labor  of  preparing 

the  materials  for  the  press,  and  correcting  the  work  in  its  pi'ogress,  was  jointly  executed  by 

the  Rev.  W.  Upton  Richards  and  Mr.  Edward  A.  Bond,  to  the  latter  of  whom  I  am  prin- 

cipally indebted  for  the  great  care  and  pains  taken  in  its  compilation  and  completion.
